KAʿBAH (Baytullah)

PLACE WHERE DUʿĀS 
ARE ACCEPTED

THE DIRECTION OF 

QIBLA FOR MUSLIMS

ONE HUNDRED AND TWENTY 
MERCIES DESCEND UPON THE 

KAʿBAH EVERY DAY AND NIGHT



ḤAJAR AL-ASWAD
 (The Black Stone)

TAWĀF STARTS AND 
ENDS BY THIS STONE

WAS BROUGHT FROM JANNAH AND 
PRESENTED TO IBRAHEEM w TO BE 
PLACED ON THE CORNER OF THE KAʿBAH.

MULTAZAM

LOCATED BETWEEN THE 

HAJR AL ASWAD AND THE

MĪZĀBUR RAḤMAH
(The Kaʿbah’s Waterspout)

THE GOLDEN SPOUT - IS A WATER-
SPOUT PROJECTING FROM THE 
ROOF OF THE KAʿBAH ENABLING 
RAINWATER TO POUR TO THE 

GROUND BELOW INTO THE HATĪM.

THREE STONE PILLARS WHICH ARE

PLACE WHERE DUʿĀS ARE ACCEPTED

THE THREE PILLARS ARE CALLED 
‘JAMARAT-AL-ŪLA’, ‘JAMARAT-AL- 

WUSṬA’ AND ‘JAMARAT-AL-ʿAQABA.

OBLIGATORY FOR PILGRIMS TO 

STAY HERE ON THE 9TH OF DHUL 

HAJJ

MUSTAḤAB FOR NON-HĀJIS TO 
FAST ON THIS DAY

PLACE WHERE DUʿĀS ARE ACCEPTED



MUZDALIFAH

HAJJ PILGRIMS COME TO MUZDALIFA 

AFTER SUNSET FROM ARAFAH ON THE 

9TH OF DHUL HIJJAH

AT MUZDALIFAH ḤAJJ PILGRIMS 
READ MAGHRIB AND ʿISHĀ 
TOGETHER IN ʿISHĀ TIME

SECOND MOST REVERED MASJID IN 

ISLAM AND THE SECOND LARGEST IN 

THE WORLD, AFTER MASJID AL-HARAM 

IN MAKKAH.

BUILT BY NABĪ 
MUHAMMAD  UPON 
HIS MIGRATION TO 
MADINAH.

ONE SALAH OFFERED IN 

IT IS SUPERIOR TO ONE 

THOUSAND SALAHS 

OFFERED IN OTHER 

MASJIDS EXCEPT 

MASJID AL-HARAM 



MASJID QUBĀʾ
FIRST MASJID TO BE BUILT IN ISLAM 

AND ESTABLISHED BY NABI b

NABI b AND ABU BAKR z STAYED HERE 
AFTER EMIGRATING FROM MAKKAH, BEFORE 
ENTERING MADINAH.

PROPHET MUHAMMAD  صلى الله عليه وسلم LED THE FIRST SALAH 
WITH JAMAʿAH FROM HERE WHEN AL-AQSA 
MOSQUE IN AL-QUDS WAS THE QIBLA AT THE 
TIME.

OFFERING TWO RAKATS 
THEREIN, WILL BE REWARDED 

THE REWARD OF AN ʿUMRAH. 



MASJID JUMUʿAH
MASJID AL-JUMUʿAH LOCATED 
ON THE BOUNDARY OF MADINAH, 
MARKS THE SITE WHERE THE 
PROPHET b LED HIS FIRST 
JUMMAH SALAH SHORTLY AFTER 
HIS MIGRATION FROM MAKKAH

APPROXIMATELY 100 MUSLIMS 

PARTICIPATED IN THIS JUMUʿAH.



MASJID QIBLATAIN
 (Mosque of Two Qiblas)

IN RAJJAB 2 AH, THE 

REVELATION OF THE QURĀNIC 

VERSE CAME TO CHANGE THE 

DIRECTION OF THE QIBLA 

FROM MASJID AL AQSA IN 

JERUSALEM TO THE KAʿBAH IN 

MAKKAH.

ABU BAKR AND UMAR z

RAWḌAH IS LOCATED BETWEEN THE 

TOMB OF THE PROPHET b AND HIS 

MIMBAR.

THE AREA BETWEEN THE SACRED 
CHAMBER AND THE PULPIT 
(MIMBAR) IS KNOWN AS THE 
RIADHUL JANNAH I.E. GARDEN OF 
PARADISE

IT USED TO BE DISTINGUISHED BY A 
GREEN CARPET.   
ALSO REFERRED TO AS RAWDAH.



JANNATUL BAQĪʿ

JANNATUL BAQĪʿ (GARDEN OF 

HEAVEN) IS THE MAIN CEMETERY OF 

MADINAH. MANY OF NABI b FAMILY 

AND HIS COMPANIONS (SAHABA) ARE 

BURIED THERE.

MOUNT UHUD

MOUNT UHUD IS THE PLACE WHERE THE 

SECOND MOST IMPORTANT BATTLE 

BETWEEN THE NON-BELIEVERS OF 

MAKKAH AND THE MUSLIMS 

(MUHAJIREEN AND ANSAR) OF MADINAH 

TOOK PLACE.
